Determine the proper location of foul poles as shown in figure 1 & 2 on the playing
field that is clear of debris or obstruction. Dig the footing holes to the dimensions as
shown on the illustration on the next page. These are suggested dimensions for
average soil conditions, consult local building codes. Dimensions may need to be
adjusted in areas subject to high wind loads.

Assemble L-Hook to leveling plate by installing 1”°-8 hex nuts onto the threaded ends
6” apart. Install 1”-8 hex nut onto threaded ends and tighten down so that the leveling
plate is now held securely between the two nuts until the concrete done curing.

Pour the footing as shown in figure 2, using minimum 4,000 psi mix.

Place the assembled L-Hook & leveling plate in the concrete, level and square.

Let the foundation cure for a minimum of 96 hrs.

Important: The anchor bolts must be oriented to
position the foul pole in accordance with figure 1.

3. Rotate the upright as needed to align the panel mounting holes per the figure 1 (note
mounting holes for panels).

4. Secure the mounting plate with 17-8 nuts & washers.

1. Attach all the wing panels per figure 5. Orient the panels so the front side is facing the
field. (Note image shown is from the back side of panels.)

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2. Rotate the pole to position the panels perpendicular to the foul line, as shown in figure 1.
If needed, rotate the top pole so the wing panels attaching to the bottom pole are in line

with the top. Install the bottom two panels as shown in figure 5.

3. Drill the two holes in the top upright pole to accommodate the hardware as shown
figure 6. This finalize the location. Note drill holes for 1/2” hardware.

4. Spray paint expose hardware to prevent rusting.
