Front Goal Face Assembly: 
1. Insert 4” crossbar x 280” long (1) into both left & right soccer uprights

(4 & 5).
2. Install hardware loosely as shown.
3. Attach both European left & right backstays (6 & 7) on corner plate

fittings as shown on uprights left & right (4 & 5).
4. Install hardware loosely as shown.
5. Insert 2” x 4” x 104” bases (2) into both left & right uprights (4 & 5).
6. Install hardware loosely as shown.
7. Align parts and tighten hardware.
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WARNING LABEL ON INSIDE
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Bottom Goal Assembly: 
1. Stand front of soccer goal into the upright position. One person should

securely hold the face of the goal in position.
a. Note: If the wheel kit is to be installed, slide the nut bars for the

wheel kit into each base member.
2. Slide one 3-1/4” long nut bar (12) into each base member.
3. Assemble the rear soccer crossbar to the goal base member as shown

and install hardware loosely.
4. Adjust the rear crossbar location as needed and secure the hardware.
5. Once parts are aligned tighten all hardware.

Anchor goal: 
6. It is highly recommended that the rear crossbar be secured to the base of

the goalpost with a soccer / football goal anchor kit. The correct SFGA
kit depends on the size of the football gooseneck (see additional
installation instructions for SFGA kit).
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Final Adjustments: 

• Check to make sure the soccer goal frame is properly aligned and square.  Securely
tighten all button head and hex head hardware.

• With the goal fully assembled, attach the net using the “Easy Clip” net attachment
system. Use a step ladder to attach the net to the crossbar. Once complete, move the
goal into the final playing position.

• Anchor soccer goal frame (SGA-91 included, see section on anchoring).

2) Local field conditions and soil moisture content;
3) Expected usage level and overall degree of field supervision;
4) The need to relocate or remove the goal on a regular or continuing basis.

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Anchoring Systems: 

IMPORTANT – PORTABLE SOCCER GOALS SHOULD BE ANCHORED AT ALL TIMES.    

There are three categories of anchors suitable for securing soccer goals.  

Semi-Permanent In-Ground Anchors: SGA-60 

Semi-permanent in-ground anchors are the most secure type of anchor, as they 
are not dependent on soil conditions or subject to improper placement or 
dislodging.  The anchor itself is permanently cemented into the ground and the 
goal is securely bolted onto it.     

 

There are three types of portable in-ground anchors.  The type of anchor required is dependent upon the type of soil 
condition encountered.  The effectiveness of these anchors is a function of style and length.   

- Auger style anchors, 18” or longer, are used in loose and sandy soils. 
- J-Hook Stake anchors, 18” or longer, are used in firm and compressed 

soil types; such as loams, which are a class of soil composed of varying 
mixtures of sand, silt and clay. 

- Spike anchors, 18” or longer, are used in firm to tightly compacted 
soils, such as clays.  These anchors are ¾” in diameter with serrated 
ends, and steel wire lanyard.     

Portable Surface Anchors: SWB-451, SGA-51 & SGA-50 

 Surface anchors are ideal for the newer synthetic surfaces or 
artificial fields, where an in-ground anchor is not feasible or 

desired. These types of anchors include sand bags, tethered 
anchor weights and sit upon anchor weights.  These anchors 
are easy to use, but require consideration regarding the 
amount of weight used.  The amount of counterweight 
necessary to meet the ASTM standards to prevent tipping is 
dependent on the size and geometry of the goal.  The table 
below lists the amount of counterweight required for each 
goal.  Counterweights should be placed upon the rear 
crossbar, located towards the two rear corners.
